Restrictive Covenantsfor Conservation

In accordance with permit requirements, a Declaration of Restrictive
Covenants for Conservation is required for this project. The purpose of
the Declaration is to preserve and protect the native flora, fauna, soils,
water table, drainage patterns and other conservation values of the
Conservation Area; to view the Conservation Area in its scenic and
open condition; and to assure that the Conservation Area, including its
air space and subsurface, will be retained in perpetuity in its natural
condition and to prevent any use of the Conservation Area that will
impair or interfere with its natural resource functions and values.

Severa activities will be prohibited within the Conservation Area
including (but not limited to): construction of man-made structures,
disturbance, or dredging of soils or any change in the topography of the
land; disturbance of the water level or the water table; wastes or debris;
planting or introduction of non-native species; the use of insecticides,
pesticides, herbicides or other chemicals, except for as may be necessary
to control invasive species that threaten the natural character of the
Conservation Area; mowing, cutting, pruning, removal, disturbance,
destruction, or the collection of any trees, shrubs, or other vegetation,
except for safety purposes, etc.; use of the Conservation Area for
agricultural, horticultural, livestock production or grazing activities or;
other material impairment.

Project Description — See Figure Inside

This project involves excavation, grading, and planting of 3 wetland
creation sites along the Little Neshaminy Creek near Kansas Road as
part of the mitigation program for the construction of Route 202,
Section 700 Parkway Project in Bucks and Montgomery Counties.
The Kansas Road wetland creation sites (KR-A, KR-B and KR-C)
are located in Bucks County north of County Line Road and west of
Kansas Road and along the Little Neshaminy Creek. A total 9.3 acres
of new wetlands will be created from these upland farm fields. Over
13,000 plants will be placed on-site as part of the mitigation effort.
Approximately 33,000 cubic yards of earth will be removed from the
project area.

The Mitigation Package also includes replacement of functions and
values by enhancing approximately 5.1 acres of existing wetlands,
placing restrictive covenants on 83 acres of land and, as a result,
protecting 31 additional acres of existing wetlands, 5,660 linear feet
of streams and over 25 acres of upland buffer on the site.

A minimum 5-year post-construction monitoring plan will be
implemented in accordance with PennDOT’s Wetland Resources
Handbook, US Army Corps of Engineers and PADEP monitoring
guidance. Monitoring will be conducted during the same time period
for each year and should demonstrate that the compensatory
mitigation project has met approved performance standards.
